Objectives

· To create an emotive and reflective art exhibition using digital art installations.

· The exhibition will aim to commemorate the events of the Holocaust while attempting to challenge people to think about why the events happened.

· The primary focus of the event is not profit, the money we raise would go 

towards covering the cost of running the event and partially would go back

to the commissioners.

Content

The exhibition utilizes digital technology through different methods of projection and cutting edge focus directed audio technology. The exhibition consists of six background projections that are directed straight on to the white walls of the interior building. These are accompanied by six rear projection screens which are suspended from the truss structure on the ceiling, the screens are located around the room to give the effect of floating images. Three of the projected screens are accompanied by hanging audio domes which focus the sound to the surrounding area whilst stopping the sound travelling. The audio relates to the images/videos on the screen projecting sound effects and commentary from the images. For example, images from the Nuremburg rallies will be accompanied with atmosphere from the rallies and speeches from Nazi officers at the rallies.

Synopsis

“Pursuit of Purity” is a digital art exhibition being shown in Birmingham at The Old Library for a six-day event. The exhibition is based around the events surrounding the Nazi regime in the 1930’s and 40’s. 

The Exhibition focuses on the atrocities of the Holocaust and contrasts it with Nazi propaganda from the era which kept these horrors and others like it from the public in Germany and the world. This contrast challenges the audience to think about how such horrific events were allowed to take place.

The Exhibition is both a visual and sonic experience, using unedited footage and images from the era it relies on the powerful events to create an emotive and thought provoking experience.
